PROJECT DESCRIPTION (Anticipated completion June 2020) 
Funds will help Camden complete engineering and design plans for the partial or full removal  
of the Montgomery Dam and the reconfiguration of the seawall and adjacent area in Camden’s 
Harbor Park. The project will result in a final design for modifications to the Montgomery Dam  
and reconfiguration of the adjacent seawall and adjacent area in Harbor Park to improve coastal 
and inland flood resilience and the passage of fish and other species from Camden Harbor up  
the Megunticook. Overall this project is an essential step in addressing more frequent storm  
surge events and improving the health of the entire Watershed.
