The Maine Through Year Assessment is administered through the Acacia
platform. Because MAP Growth is no longer a part of the state assessment
program, it is only available to those SAUs who have independently
purchased the MAP Growth product. Maine DOE neither promotes nor
prevents SAUs’ purchasing of MAP Growth, and there is no policy on which
assessment an SAU administers in the winter.

NAEP accommodations

« Formerly EL cannot receive accommodations on NAEP

PISA 2022 - Results Released December 5, 2023

Summary of US results
US continues to rank higher in reading (6th) and science (10th) than mathematics
(26th)
US is among the higher ranked education systems by the percentage of top

performers
Performance gap increase between 90th and 10th percentiles in reading and
science, but not math

Globally

* Decline in educational performance only partly attributable to the COVID-19
pandemic
