We are writing to inform you of a recent data security incident we experienced that may have involved some of your information.
This letter notifies you of the incident and informs you about steps you can take to help protect your personal information.

What Happened: On October 15, 2021, Community Surgical Supply Inc. experienced a data security incident that encrypted
portions of our network. We immediately secured our digital environment and engaged a leading computer forensic firm and
cybersecurity experts to investigate to determine what happened. The investigation revealed that an unauthorized party gained
access to portions of our digital environment and accessed certain files and data stored in Community Surgical’s digital environment.

What Information Was Involved: Community Surgical completed a comprehensive review of the data that could have
potentially been accessed by the unauthorized party and, on July 1, 2022, determined that information included your: first and
last name, address, Driver’s license or other government identification number, passport number, Social Security number, or date
of birth. We have no indication that your information has been misused.

Review Your Account Statements and Notify Law Enforcement of Suspicious Activity: As a precautionary measure, we
recommend that you remain vigilant by reviewing your account statements and credit reports closely. If you detect any suspicious
activity on an account, you should promptly notify the financial institution or company with which the account is maintained.
You also should promptly report any fraudulent activity or any suspected incidence of identity theft to proper law enforcement
authorities, your state attorney general, and/or the Federal Trade Commission (FTC).

Fraud Alerts: There are two kinds of general fraud alerts you can place on your credit report—an initial alert and an extended
alert. You may want to consider placing either or both fraud alerts on your credit report. An initial fraud alert is free and will stay
on your credit file for at least 90 days. The alert informs creditors of possible fraudulent activity within your report and requests
that the creditor contact you prior to establishing any accounts in your name. You may have an extended alert placed on your
credit report if you have already been a victim of identity theft and provide the appropriate documentary proof. An extended
fraud alert is also free and will stay on your credit report for seven years. To place a fraud alert on your credit report, contact any
of the three credit reporting agencies identified above. Additional information is available at http://www.annualcreditreport.com.

Military members may also place an Active-Duty Military Fraud Alert on their credit reports while deployed. An Active-Duty
Military Fraud Alert lasts for one year and can be renewed for the length of your deployment.

Credit or Security Freezes: Under U.S. law, you have the right to put a credit freeze, also known as a security freeze, on your
credit file, for up to one year at no cost. The freeze will prevent new credit from being opened in your name without the use of
a PIN number that is issued to you when you initiate the freeze. A security freeze is designed to prevent potential creditors from
accessing your credit report without your consent. As a result, using a security freeze may interfere with or delay your ability to
obtain credit.

How do I place a freeze on my credit reports? You must separately place a security freeze on your credit file with each credit
reporting agency. There is no fee to place or lift a security freeze. For information and instructions on how to place a security
freeze, contact each of the credit reporting agencies identified above. In order to place a security freeze, you may be required to
provide the consumer reporting agency with information that identifies you including your full name, Social Security number,
date of birth, current and previous addresses, a copy of your state-issued identification card, and a recent utility bill, bank
statement or insurance statement. After receiving your freeze request, each credit bureau will provide you with a unique PIN or
password. Keep the PIN or password in a safe place as you will need it if you choose to lift the freeze.

How do 1 lift a freeze from my credit reports? A freeze remains in place until you ask the credit bureau to temporarily lift it or
remove it altogether. If the request is made online or via phone, a credit bureau must lift the credit freeze within an hour. If the
request is made by mail, then the bureau must lift the freeze no later than three business days after receiving your request.

You also have certain rights under the Fair Credit Reporting Act (FCRA): These rights include the right to know what is
in your file; to dispute incomplete or inaccurate information; to have consumer reporting agencies correct or delete inaccurate,
incomplete, or unverifiable information.
