We write to supplement the September 14, 2022 Notice of Data Event (“September 14 Notice”)
submitted on behalf of Mansfield Independent School District (“MISD”). By providing this
supplemental notice, MISD does not waive any rights or defenses regarding the applicability of
Maine law, the applicability of the Maine data event notification statute, or personal jurisdiction.

Nature of the Data Event

As noted in the September 14 Notice, on August 22, 2022, MISD first identified irregular activity
within its computer network, subsequently determined to be a ransomware attack. MISD
immediately launched an investigation, with the assistance of third-party cybersecurity specialists,
to determine the nature and scope of the event. The investigation determined that on or before
August 22, 2022, an unauthorized actor gained access to certain MISD systems and that
information contained within those systems—including information related to current and former
students and staff of MISD—may have been viewed or taken by the unauthorized actor.

MISD conducted a thorough review of the data in its possession to identify individuals with
personal information that was potentially impacted. MISD concluded this review on or about
September 7, 2022, but also determined that it lacked address information for certain of the
potentially affected individuals. Accordingly, MISD began providing written notice of this
incident to potentially affected individuals for whom MISD had address information beginning on
September 14, 2022, while also working as quickly as possible to locate the needed address
information for the remaining individuals whose personal information was potentially impacted
by this event. This process took several weeks to complete. Once completed, MISD worked as
quickly as possible to mail notice to the additional individuals whose personal information was
potentially impacted by this incident.

Notice to Maine Residents

On September 14, 2022, MISD provided written notice of this incident to three (3) Maine residents.
On October 10, 2022, MISD also provided written notice to an additional four (4) Maine residents.
In both cases, written notice was and is being provided in substantially the same form as the letter
attached here as Exhibit A.

The information related to students that could have been subject to unauthorized access includes
name, address, and Social Security number or state-issued identification number in lieu of Social
Security number.

Other Steps Taken and To Be Taken

As noted in the September 14 Notice, upon discovering the irregular activity, MISD moved quickly
to investigate and respond to the incident, assess the security of MISD systems, and identify
potentially affected individuals. MISD is also working to implement additional safeguards and
training to its employees. MISD is providing access to credit and/or identity monitoring services
for twelve (12) months through Experian to individuals whose personal information was
potentially affected by this incident, at no cost to these individuals.



Additionally, MISD is providing impacted individuals with guidance on how to better protect
against identity theft and fraud, including advising individuals to report any suspected incidents of
identity theft or fraud to their credit card company and/or bank. MISD is providing individuals
with information on how to place a fraud alert and credit freeze on one’s credit file, the contact
details for the national consumer reporting agencies, information on how to obtain a free credit
report, a reminder to remain vigilant for incidents of fraud and identity theft by reviewing account
statements and monitoring free credit reports, and encouragement to contact the Federal Trade
Commission, their state Attorney General, and law enforcement to report attempted or actual
identity theft and fraud.

MISD notified federal law enforcement regarding this incident. MISD also provided or is
providing written notice of this incident to relevant state regulators, as necessary, and to the three
major credit reporting agencies, Equifax, Experian, and TransUnion.

Mansfield Independent School District (“Mansfield ISD”) is writing to inform you of a recent event that may
impact the security of some of your information. Although, to date, we have received no indication of any identity
theft or fraud as a result of this event, this notice provides information about the event, our response, and resources
available to you to help protect your information from possible misuse, should you feel it is necessary to do so.

What Happened? On August 22, 2022, Mansfield ISD first identified irregular activity within our computer
network. We immediately launched an investigation, with the assistance of third-party cybersecurity specialists,
to determine the nature and scope of the event. The investigation has determined that on or before August 22,
2022, an unauthorized actor gained access to certain Mansfield ISD systems and that information contained within
those systems—including information related to current and former students and staff of Mansfield ISD—may
have been viewed or taken by the unauthorized actor. Therefore, we conducted a thorough review of the data in
our possession to identify individuals with personal information that was potentially impacted. We concluded
this review on or about September 7, 2022.

What Information Was Involved? The investigation determined that the following data types were identified
as likely viewed and/or taken without authorization: your name, address, date of birth, and Social Security or
State-issued identification number in lieu of Social Security number (depending on what you or your parent
provided to Mansfield ISD).

What We Are Doing. The confidentiality, privacy, and security of information in our care are among our
highest priorities. Upon learning of the event, we moved quickly to investigate and respond to the event, assess
the security of our systems, and notify potentially affected individuals. We are notifying potentially affected
individuals, including you, so that you may take further steps to best protect your information, should you feel it
is necessary to do so. As an added precaution, we are offering access to credit monitoring and identity theft
protection services through Experian for [Extra3 12/24] months, at no cost to you.

What You Can Do. We encourage you to remain vigilant against incidents of identity theft and fraud by
reviewing your account statements and credit reports for suspicious activity and to report any suspicious activity
promptly to your bank or financial institution. Additional information and resources are included in the
enclosed Steps You Can Take To Protect Personal Information. You may also enroll in the complimentary credit
monitoring services available to you.
