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Instructions to Driver License/ID Card Applicants 

 

Individuals applying for a Maine driver license or state identification card must establish that they are lawfully 

present in the United States.  

 

If a document is submitted as documentary evidence of legal presence in the United States in any language 

other than English, a complete written English translation of the document and the Certificate of Translation 

must accompany the foreign language document. 
 

Instructions to Person Preparing the Certificate of Translation 

 

1. Provide a complete printed or typed English translation of the foreign document to the applicant. 

2. Complete, sign and date the Certificate of Translation and provide to the applicant. 

3. Keep a copy of the translated document and certificate for your records.
